Carmel. This is a special kind of
oak. It lives to be very old. It
grows in the forests and also alone
and in clumps. The branches are
thick with leaves. They give good
shade. Oaks are very strong. Oak
wood is used for masts and oars for

ships. (See Ezekiel 27:6)

“Jhen Absalom rode his nule
under the "thick boughs of a great
oak" his long hair caught in the

branches. (See II Samuel 13:9)

Jacob asked all the people in .

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Idols were often placed under thick oak trees.
(Ezekiel 6:13) Some people worshipped these idols. They

burned incense before them.
