T u r t l e 
doves were easy to r a i s e . 
They were gentle to each 

other. U s u a l l y doves 
were kept i n coops near 
the house. 

Doves make a sad, coo-ing sound. When you hear i t , you 
think you heard a s i g h or a moan. 

Doves eat grass and seeds. 

The doves i n I s r a e l were sometimes r a i s e d to be eaten. 
They were roasted or stev;ed. Poor people who d i d not have 
money enough f o r a k i d or lamb, ate a dove i n s t e a d . 

Doves are sometimes used to send messages. Doves f l y 
very f a s t . They can f l y f o r a long time without stopping. 
The dove knows i t s d i r e c t i o n s . I t alivays r e t u r n s to i t s 
"home". The dove used to c a r r y messages i s c a l l e d a "homing 
pigeon."
