
BREEZE FROM THE SEA

For f i v e long months i t i s very hot and dry i n the '4and 
of J e s u s . These are the months of May, June, J u l y , August, 
and September. The sun i s very b r i g h t and hot. There i s one 
thing that helps to make each day a l i t t l e more comfortable. 
T h i s i s the breeze that comes each day from the sea. 

The people who l i v e along the coast f e e l t h i s breeze 
f i r s t . I t comes about nine o'clock i n the morning and l a s t s 
u n t i l the sun goes dovm. 

The farmers use t h i s breeze to work f o r them. A f t e r 
they have cut t h e i r wheat and b a r l e y , they must separate the 
straw from the k e r n a l s of wheat and b a r l e y . T h i s i s c a l l e d 
"threshing". Today there are machines to do t h i s work. But 
i n the t i n e of J e s u s , the ivind v/as used to separate the strav; 
from the v/Iieat and b a r l e y . The farmers used a large f o r k . 
vVith the f o r k they picked up the cut g r a i n and tossed i t high 
i n the a i r . The steady wind would blov; the straw av;ay because 
i t was very l i g h t . The k e r n a l s of wheat and barley v;ould f a l l 
to the ground. The farmer did t h i s over and o v e r ^ u n t i l soon 
the strav; was a l l blovm away and only the wheat and barley 
remained. T h i s straw which blows away i s often c a l l e d c h a f f . 

FIND OUT
