A Watchtoiver 

I f the vineyard i s a very la r g e one, a guard should be 

posted here as soon as the grapes begin to get r i p e . 

Sometimes the whole fa m i l y moved to l i v e a t the vineyard. 

The guard would stand i n the ivatchtower so he could watch 

a l l the grapes.

The watchtower was b u i l t of 

stone. There was a stairway 

that went around i t on the 

o u t s i d e . There were branches 

with leaves on the roof. T h i s 

shaded the man who watched the 

v i n e s . The grapes had to be 

guarded day and night so no 

animals or man would harm them. 
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
