                  TESTIMONY HOW I GOT TO MY CURRENT MINISTRY

My name is Jireh John P. Nono.  I am the eldest son of Mr. and Mrs. Simplicio Nono.  I have two brothers ( John Mark Nono and Shem Nono) and one sister ( Emilie Nono ).  Our home address was Hervias 3, Brgy. Villamonte Bacolod City, Negros Occidental.  

After surrendering to the Ministry I have stayed at BBC Compound La Carlota (Sitio Carolina Brgy 2, La Carlota City) for almost 10 years.  I am currently working as a Youth Pastor for BBC- La Carlota and as Dean of students for Philippine Bible Baptist College.  I have been on staff in these positions for 6 years.  Part of my responsibilities include overseeing the safety and testimony of students in the dorms, which is why I live on campus 24-7.

Since I was a child I was exposed with the Gospel.  This is because most of my uncles are Pastors and my aunties were in the Ministry.  However, I was not truly saved until I was 20 years old.  After listening to the Preaching of Pastor Edgar Nono I tried to search if  was truly saved and God showed me that I was actually lost for 20 years .  On the night of March 1, 2005 I knelt down before the Lord and received Jesus Christ as my Lord and Personal Saviour.  I was then baptize at the following Sunday service.

At that time I was studying in College as an engineering student and has no plan at all to be a in full time ministry.  However, every summer our church (BBC La Carlota) was hosting a Youth Camp at Camp Canaan in Caliling Cauyan, Philippines.  In March 2005, during the fourth day of the Youth Camp, I surrendered to be in full time ministry after the preaching of Pastor Rene Tonog.  The following June I enroll in Philippine Bible Baptist College to be trained for the Ministry.

Since before the beginning of my first year in Bible College I prayed to God for the specific place where He wanted me to start a Church.  My prayer at that time was that God will lead me to a place or country that is not exposed yet to the Gospel. During my third year in Bible College, while studying my subject MISSIONS, God spoke to me to about becoming a Foreign Missionary.  My burden is the need for them to hear the Gospel, especially in those countries that are not expose to the Gospel. I kneel down that night in our study hall and asked God what specific country He would want me to go to.  The following morning, through my cousin James Nono, God led me to pray to be a Missionary in  THAILAND.

From that time on I started to pray and search for information about the country of  Thailand.  God confirm to me a lot of times through the preaching during our mission conferences and most of all through the authority of my Pastor, Edgar Nono, that God had called me to THAILAND.

On March 2009 I graduated from my training in Bible College and became a full time staff member of our church. In my first year I taught Personal Evangelism in our Bible School and was put in charge of our Campus Ministries in different High Schools and Colleges that are in La Carlota City. I later became a Youth Pastor and, at the same time, a Dean of Students of Philippine Bible Baptist College.  I am also teaching 3 subjects in every semester in Bible College since the year of 2010.

At first I was having a hard time to handle this Great responsibility that God has given to me but through God's help and God's grace I learned to handle it and I now enjoy the enabling Power of God for the ministry which He has given to me.

In January of 2014 I was given opportunity to visit and see my Mission Field. Truly God has shown me that the Thai people really need the Gospel!   95% of the people are Buddhist and 5% are so-called Christians but many of the so-called Christians are things like Catholics.

My main desire for THAILAND is that, through God's Help, we can plant a Strong Independent Bible Believing Baptist Church that would produce local Pastors, Workers, Missionaries, who will reached out to every region, province, and city and that every one of the Thai People would have a chance to hear the Gospel. God has given me this desire and by faith and by God's grace and God's help this desire will become a reality.
