Aaron was the first high priest. He represented all the
people before God. Once a year he went into the Holy of
Holies. No one else ever entered. The high priest was in

charge of all the temple.

The dress of the High Priest was very elaborate.
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The Breastplate was set with 12 precious

stones* - one for each tribe. It was

worn over the ephod.

BREAST- Ephod was a sort of vest. It was woven
with gold, blue, purple, and scarlet

thread.

Two shoulder bands had large onyx stones

set on the shoulders. These onyx stones

had names of 12 tribes on them.

Girdle embroidered with gold, blue,

purple and scarlet.

Blue coat tunic was worn under the ephod.
