Hoe your vineyard each year. Be sure you have planted 

the rov;s of grapevines f a r enough apart so you v / i l l 

have room to hoe them. I t i s important to keep out the 

needs that grow here. 

A f t e r the blossoms are gone from the v i n e s , prune the 

v i n e s . Use a s i c k l e or k n i f e . 

Cut o f f a l l long t r a i l i n g v i n e s that have no grapes. 

Cut c l o s e to the stem. You want your p l a n t to have 

grapes, not a l o t of v i n e . 

•,7hen the bunches of grapes come, do not leave them 

l y i n g on the ground. Prop them up with a s t i c k or p i l e 

of rocks l i k e t h i s -

VJhen the grapes a r e g e t t i n g r i p e on the v i n e s , you must 

s e l e c t a guard i n your vineyard. Some people t r y b u i l d i n g 

a scarecrow out of white stones. T h i s keeps the fox av/ay 

from the v i n e s . 
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I s a i a h 5:2 t e l l s us how hard the farmer worked to make a 

good vineyard. God knev/ how the people c l e a r e d away the stones, 

hoed out the weeds, pruned the v i n e s . The farmer wanted good 

grapes.

He had taken care of them as c a r e f u l l y as the 

best farmer takes c a r e of h i s vineyard. Now God was looking
