When the I s r a e l i t e s came i n t o the land, each f a m i l y wanted to 
r a i s e some grapes. But they found that many of the h i l l s v/ere 
covered xvith stones, and low bushes, t h i s t l e s , thorns, and v/eeds 
of a l l k i n d s . The people worked very hard to make a place to 
p l a n t the grapevines. They used the sides of the h i l l s . The 
whole f a m i l y x/orked. When they f i n i s h e d the h i l l s looked l i k e 
t h i s -
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T h i s i s c a l l e d t e r r a c i n g . The people gathered up the stones 
and bigger rocks. They made w a l l s with the stones. Then they 
brought good d i r t and put i t behind the w a l l s . Nov/ the h i l l 
looks as i f i t has giant steps going up the s i d e . The people 
planted grapevines on each step. They t r a i n e d the grape vine 
to go over the x/all on the lower s i d e . T h i s made i t much e a s i e r 
to p i c k the grapes v/hen they were r i p e .
