With the overthrow of Jerusalem and the Jews, Nebuchadnezzar had been elevated to the lofty position of the world’s greatest ruler.  His conquest did not bring to him a peace of mind.  instead he was troubled about the future of his empire, wondering just how long he could maintain his grip on the world as it was then known.



We know from Daniel 2:29 that it was the king’s anxiety over “. . .what should come to pass hereafter: . . .”, that is, how things might shape up for him in the future, that caused him to dream.



The dream did not merely arouse curiosity but rather frightened him, which is the meaning of the word “troubled”.

Because of the nature of the dream Nebuchadnezzar awoke from sleep in a spirit of agitation and nervousness, a condition that grew until he became “angry and very furious”  -

In great anger Nebuchadnezzar commanded the destruction of all the wise men in Babylon.  This decree from the godless king was nothing more than Satan’s plot to destroy Daniel and his godly companions.



It seems strange that Daniel was included in the king’s fatal order, yet he was not summoned before the king to tell and interpret the dream.  Daniel was not given an opportunity to tell the king his dream, nevertheless he was sentenced to die.



It is a matter of no consequence to Satan that many should be killed in order to accomplish his ends.  -  John 10:10; I Thessalonians 2:18; II Thessalonians 3:1-2

The stone has not yet fallen upon the image, but it’s fall is sure.  The rest of the book of Daniel records several visions given to Daniel by God describing the destruction of man’s kingdom and the establishment of God’s kingdom on earth.





[  ]  THE DECLARATION OF NEBUCHADNEZZAR  -  Daniel 2:46-49



The details of the dream produced a profound effect upon Nebuchadnezzar.  He was deeply impressed both with Daniel and with Daniel’s God.  This might have been one of God’s purposes in disclosing to Nebuchadnezzar this prophetic panorama of the last days.  It was not merely that the king should know these facts that his dream was interpreted, but that he might know and acknowledge the sovereignty and authority of the true God over earthly rulers  -

�Will The Anti-Christ Be Jewish?



There are two passages of Scripture that seem to indicate that the Anti-christ will be Jewish.



Daniel 11:37 says, “Neither shall he [Anti-christ] regard the God of his fathers. . .”  The phrase “God of his fathers” is often used in the Old Testament in reference to God in His relationship with Israel.



In Revelation 7:1-8 we read concerning the sealing of the 144,00 Jewish prophets that will preach the gospel during the Tribulation period.  It is recorded that 12,000 from each tribe will be sealed and the world will experience the greatest revival the world has ever known (see Revelation 7:9-17).  It is interesting to notice in the sealing of the 144,000 that there are some omissions.  In the list given to us in this passage the tribe of Manasseh is mentioned but Ephraim is not.  These two tribes were the sons of Joseph.  In place of Ephraim the name of Joseph his father is given in verse eight, no explanation is made concerning the substitution.



There is also no mention of the tribe of Dan.  The Bible does not tell us why this tribe is omitted.  However many Bible commentaries suggest that the reason Dan is not mentioned is that the tribe of Dan was the first tribe to be guilty of idolatry and sodomy.  Genesis 49:17 says. “Dan shall be a serpent by the way, an adder in the path, that biteth the horse heels, so that his rider shall fall backward.”  Many also believe that the Anti-christ will come forth from the tribe of Dan.  The reason for this is that the Anti-christ will have “. . .nor desire for women. . .”  (see Daniel 11:37), this could be an indication that the Anti-christ is a sodomite.
